Please remember that all over the Christmas period
Masses will be broadcast and so if you feel safer at home, please
continue to watch the live streaming in our Church. The Bishops have
continued to still dispense the obligation to attend Mass.

Sadly but very clearly things will be very different this year. B is
important that people co-operate with the arrangements and make
others aware. Each parish will advertise their times and arrangements.
Please make people aware of this as ~ sadly again - people cannot
turn up unexpectediy.
